licensed dentists (1,342) submitted a few-service claim for Medicaid reimbursement. While
some highvolume providers are increasing the number of patients served, small volume
providers are static or decreasing. The capacity gawhraphic distribution of high volume
providers is not adequate to meet the oral health needs in Wisconsin. More than 50 percent @
certified dentists in Wisconsin submit less than 100 claims annually. In addition, most
participating dentists are not aepting new patients.
